Proceedings
Welcome & meeting called to order at 4:09pm by Ms. Esposito  
 
Mr. Vanderwalker addressed the following: 
· The CEP goals have been accepted.
· CEP goal example two has been corrected and updated.

· The Progress Monitoring Plan system on iPlan provides the school’s progress toward reaching its goals.

· Much of our current school data derives from the school’s course pass rates.

Mrs. Esposito asked the about following: 
· Guidance about the CEP goals at the prospect of not having Regents exams in June.
  
Mrs. Esposito discussed the parent portion of the Title I funds:
· Mrs. Esposito will generate a letter requesting parent volunteers to compose a Title 1 committee.
· The committee would decide how the Title 1 money would be spent by March.

· Mr. Vanderwalker provided a contact from the District as a resource for ideas as to how to spend money.

Mrs. Kurtzman provided the Teacher/UFT update  
· Teachers are continuing to work hard and adapting to the constantly changing DOE guidelines.  
· Teachers are all adjusting to the news of School Closing and to full remote instruction.
· Mrs. Esposito asked about if there will be schedule changes for the hybrid students with the school’s closing.

 
Principal’s update: 
· Our current enrollment is 620.  
· As of this date, 17 students changed from fully remote to a hybrid schedule.  Currently, there are 392 fully remote students.

· An idea of condensing 3 cohorts to 2 to and running a 5 day schedule is being considered.

· The cohort alteration, if proposed, would have to be approved by the District and would begin the first day of spring semester.

· Students are currently completing diagnostic exams for Math and ELA

· Administration is looking into purchasing a Math and Science electronic curriculum

· There will be a Saturday Academy for student support and NX course assistance.

· There will be two open house events; one will take place on December 3rd.

· There is Town Hall on November 22nd concentrating on mental health for teens.
· On  December 10th, there will be College Application assistance for Seniors.

· Mrs. Esposito inquired about Saturday Academy Attendance requirements.
· Mrs. DeMonte asked if fully remote students will have changes in their schedules.

· The marking period ends on December 4th.

 
Parent update by Mrs. Ponce 
· There is planning in process for upcoming workshops.
· Mrs. Esposito stated the PTA will be looking into opening an account with a new bank.

· As of today, there has been 1 executive board meeting.

· The PTA is discussing the use of prizes as a motivational factor for the NX to complete their summer school work.

· Ms. Hightower inquired about the possibility of changing the work completion date for the NX students.  Mr.Vanderwalker explained that the guidelines for NX students were developed by the District.  There has been no word as of yet about a date extension.  
· Ms. Hightower expressed concerns about the possibility of students not having devices for fully remote learning.

 
Student Update by Abigail Esposito and Arianye Puello
· Arianye inquired about the first day of the second semester.  It will be February 2nd. 
· The remote and blended learning models are stressful.  Students are adjusting to changes and adapting to the new way of learning.  
· There is concern about consistent correspondence with guidance counselors.
· Abigail asked about the effects of canceling Regents on the students who are working towards their advanced Regents Diploma.
· Abigail inquired about possible schedule changes for the hybrid students now that schools are closing.  
· Mrs. Esposito inquired about virtual school clubs.  Mr. Raccuglia provided a list of clubs that are currently being run. 

· Arianye inquired about the L.O.V.E. (Latinas On The Verge of Excellence) Club
